Rev. Amanda Moore, our deacon and doctoral of ministry student, has
been leading us in lessons of hospitality this winter. We are working
hard to become a Matthew 25 church.

Do we feed the hungry? Yes, on Thursdays from 10 to noon.

Do we welcome the stranger? Yes, on the third Thursday of the month
we offer Justice for Our Neighbors, a legal aid clinic for new
immigrants.

Do we visit the sick? Yes. In fact, we help heal the sick. Our medical
clinic Shepherd's Hope is open every Thursday evening from 5:30 to
9. An average of 23 people are served by volunteer doctors and nurses.
Our member, Terese Evans has began a wonderful ministry of serving
a simple meal to those waiting to been seen by the doctor. Our
medical clinic is first come, first serve and patients begin lining up on
as early as 3:30. They are often at the clinic until 8 p.m. While they
wait, they are served a simple meal and church volunteers visit with
them in the fellowship hall.
