 STATE OF THE CHURCH REPO RT, OCTOBER 5, 2008 
 

þ We have taken in 15 new members during the past year! 
þ We have added three children to the preparatory roll! 
þ Seven youth and two adults will be going on a mission trip to New 

York City to serve Thanksgiving Dinner to the homeless. 
þ We began “Justice For Our Neighbors” Legal Clinic in August and 

have served more than ten clients. One client received permission 
to work in the U.S. another found out he will be able to apply for 
citizenship next year. Several clients have paper work pending 
with I.C.E. (Immigration, Citizenship and Employment Division, 
formerly the I.N.S.) 

þ We began a worship service in Spanish on September 14 with 12 
in attendance. We worship, have a snack supper, and “English as 
a Second Language” Class. 

þ We hosted our first wedding in Spanish at Oak Forest. 
þ We serve supper to the Homeless the first Thursday of the month 

under the Broadway Bridge. Members provide food and blankets. 
þ We operate a small food pantry that provides food for an average 

of eight families each month. 
þ We sponsor E.P.I.C. (Every Person Is Creative) at Franklin 

Elementary. This semester we are offering Spanish and song 
writing. 

þ We purchased an L.C. D. projector to show video clips in worship. 
þ Every effort is made to involve children and families in the worship 

service and to involve members in sharing their gifts. One new 
member is a fiddle player. 

þ This summer we offered “Gilligan’s Island” and the 7 Deadly Sins” 
Sermon series.   

þ And we just completed “Country Music and the Gospel” sermon 
series featuring songs from Kris Kristofferson, Hank Williams, and 
Patsy Cline. 

þ The children, youth, and adult choir are rehearsing “Godspell” to 
be performed later this fall. 
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
